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The project to restore Boston & Maine No. 3713 is a partnership between the Lackawanna &
Wyoming Valley Railway Historical Society, Inc. and the Steamtown National Historic Site. The
partnership was formed in 1995, and its goal is to restore the engine to operating condition. When
completed, the restored Boston & Maine locomotive will be the first American manufactured engine
to be used in regular service by the Steamtown National Historic Site for its excursion service.

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3713 RESTORATION WORK CONTINUES MOVING FORWARD

The restoration of the Boston & Maine N0.3713 continues to progress thru late 2010 and into
2011. In the last several years we have been supported by: Steamtown Museum Association,
Amherst Railway Society Inc., National Railway Historical Society, Massachusetts Bay Railroad
Enthusiasts, Inc. and Boston & Maine Railroad Historical Society Inc. These are just some of the
organizations that have supported us in the past. We thank everyone that supports our Boston &
Maine 3713 project. We also raise funds from the sales of refreshments and merchandise at the
Moscow Station during the Steamtown Excursion Season. There are donation boxes at the
Moscow Station and at the Steamtown National Historical Site adjacent to the work site in the
locomotive shops. We also receive funds for the scrap sold from Steamtown.

The L&WYV chapter just signed a contract with Diversified Rail Services to do most of the work on
rebuilding the firebox and thermic siphons. This will be in the following phases.

Phase 1: The left and right side sheets will be cut and fitted for the firebox. Holes will be drilled
in the sheets for the staybolts and rivets. Both side sheets will be shaped into the firebox
dimensions. Weld gap will be fitted to the door sheet and the rear flue sheet. Next is to fit to the
mudring and drill all mudring rivet holes undersized. All of this will be completed by August 26,
2011

Phase 2: Cutting and forming of the firebox thermic siphons. Most of the work will be done in
Pennsylvania for the flanging and forming of the metal sheets. Each siphon will be fabricated from
11 separate pieces which will be welded into one whole unit. Afterward, the siphons will receive a
post-forming and welding stress relief at 1150 degrees. Holes will be tapped in them for installation
of staybolts. When they are drilled in place, they will be seal-welded.
